Power backup operation

When a power failure occurs, the charged
handset temporarily supplies power to the
base unit (power backup mode).

The base unit will not
perform any other functions. You can program
“Power Failure” and the default setting is
“Auto” (page 24).

Character entry

The dial keys are used to enter characters and numbers. Each dial key has multiple characters
